Telegrams stating the instant death of ROSS SHERRILL in New Liverpool, Canada were received by his father MR. JAMES H. SHERRILL of Catawba last Friday afternoon.  Mr. JOHN ADDERHOLDT who was working with young Mr. Sherrill and whose home is also at Catawba is bringing the remains home.

The remains of MR. ROSS SHERRILL were brought to the home of the father of the deceased, Capt. Jas. H. SHERRILL at Catawba and was laid to rest beside the brother who only a few months ago crossed to the great beyond.  He was employed by a large Bridge Building Force.  The particular afternoon he was killed, his regular work was not so high, but he was ready for heroic work at all times and he requested to be allowed to go up to do this work 160 feet high.  He was running up a tap on the end of a large bolt,  when the wrench slipped off and he fell backwards 160 feet and was instantly killed.  The bridge on which he was at work will require ten years to build.  It is near Quebec on the St. Lawrence River.  The Iron works Association to which Mr. Sherrill belonged bore all the funeral expenses.  The funeral services were conducted by Dr. J. C. CLAPP in the Methodist Church at Catawba.  A large concourse of friends from far and near attended the funeral.
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
