November 19, 1907

On last Friday morning just as the NEWS was carried down to be mailed CAPT. R.P. REINHARDT was being carried from the rear lot to his room upstairs over the Post office.  Upon inquiry we found that he had been paralyzed on his left side.  He was conscious for some time and we heard asked to see his darling baby.  It was not long until reason fled and he lived in this condition without much change until Sunday morning when the end came. MR. D. P. ROWE who was with him on Saturday said he noticed him place his hand beside his head once or twice Saturday night but seemed to be in an unconscious condition. CAPT. REINHARDT was one of the leading farmers of Catawba county for a number of years.  He owned nearly one thousand acres of the finest land in the county at one time.  He was a member of the reformed church in Newton.  His remains were carried to Salem Church in Lincoln County to be laid beside his first wife.
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
