After several weeks of intense suffering ABEL MULL, a prominent citizen of Bandy's township died April 23rd at the age of seventy-five. He was a quiet peaceable man, much esteemed by all his neighbors.  He leaves a wife and five married daughters.  His remains were interred at Mulls Chapel grave yard, near where he was born and lived and died, and it is sad to think the birds are now singing over his grave almost in sight of his old home.  He was a brave confederate soldier and always enjoyed meeting his old comrades at the annual reunion.  He will be held in loving remembrance for a long time by the people of this section.  "For when a good man dies, for years beyond his ken, the light he leaves behind him lies, upon the paths of men."
