Mrs. TROUP has always enjoyed good health and her many friends who knew her so well will be surprised and pained to learn of her long and serious illness which resulted in her death at three o'clock on the morning of June 25th at Shenango Valley Hospital, New Castle, Pa. where she had been ministered to during the last six weeks of her illness.  Mrs. TROUP was a sweet woman of domestic tastes, thoroughly devoted to her mother and children, capable of deep and loyal friendships and much loved by all who knew her.  She leaves a sorrowing husband and two daughters to mourn the loss.  She leaves also one sister at Lindsay, Okla.  One brother at Dallas, Tex., and one brother, MR. GEORGE A. WARLICK of Newton, N.C.
